Objectives: TSW create an electronic portfolio using PowerPoint. TSW add documents, files, pictures and/or videos to display their best work for the year. Materials: Camera, Computer, Scan Converter, Microsoft PowerPoint, Scanner, Story Board or List of Work to include, DVD burner, DVD+R disks. Labels, Pinnacle Studio Deluxe 9, Student Work Samples
Procedures: (any order)
Picture or Movie:  While the students use a program they are familiar with the lab, they will take turns, one by one, having their picture or movie taken with the Quick Cam Camera or Digital Camera.
Voice Recording or Scanning: While in the computer lab or during center time the students will come individually to record their voice talking about their picture or scanning an object or picture with the scanner.  

Electronic Student Portfolio: Using a prepared PowerPoint Template slideshow, the students can type and add images/documents to the slides.

Finishing the Project:
