Objective: TSW use Google SketchUp to identify properties and name 2D shapes and 3D shapes. TSW explore how 2D shapes are the base for 3D shapes.
Technology Connection: Computer, Google SketchUp, Images of 2D and 3D shapes in real life
Assessment/Materials: Student recording sheet.

Procedures:

Whole Group:


TTW introduce Google Sketch and lead the students through the Example file of 2D and 3D shapes used in the construction of a house.  TSW will name the shapes on their recording sheet. The TTW then show the students how to use Google SketchUp to create a design.
Indepenent:


TSW work individually to create a building in Google SketchUp using the 2D and 3D shapes reviewed in the lessons. TSW can use the paint and texture tools to decorate their design. Later they can go to the recording sheet to name the shapes they used in their design.
Extension: TSW can use Google SketchUp tutorials to learn more about the measuring tools, etc. to create designs.
Remediation: TSW create the basic 2D shapes then print them out to name. Repeat activity for the 3D shapes using the same 2D shapes for the base.
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
